ernadskiy Tavricheskiy National Uni-

vessity is the institution of higher educa-
tion in the Crimea. The idea 1o establish this uni-
versity onginated back in the beginning of the
last century.

Many academic centres contributed to the
creation of the University. A special role is, how-
ever, attributed! to St. Viadimir Kiev University which opened its branch in Yalta in May 1918 and dis
patched a large group of professors, including M. V. Dovnar-Zapolskiy, R 1. Helvig, S. M. Bogdanoy,
L O. Kordysh, V. G. Korenchevskiy, E. K. Meyer, S. O, Koliandyk, G. A. Semeka-Maksymovych and
others.

By the fall of 1918, Tavricheskiy University was fully stafled by the faculty of highest qualifica
tion. N, I Andrusov, V. L Palladin, V. A. Obruchey, . P. Sushkin and other world-amous academi
cians of that time moved o the Crimea. All units of Yalta branch were transferred to Simferopol in
Late September 1918, und the opening ceremony of Tavricheskiy University, as an independent insti
tution, was held on October 14,

In the years of civil war, the University was the leading academic centre of the region. In
October 1920, the University was directed by Academician V. 1 Vernadskiy who said in his time that
the then University ‘was one of the strongest academic schools in the country . And so it was, Seven
Academicians (N. 1. Andrusov, M. M. Bogoslovskiy, V. 1. Vernadskiy, K. G. Voblyi, D. A. Grahve.
A E Kessler, V. A Obruchev), four Corresponding Members (D. V. Ainalov. N, K. Gudziy.
[.A. Linichenko, V. E. Petukhov), more than one hundred Professors: some of them fuure
Academicians and Corresponding Members (G. N. Vysorskiy, V. M. Gordon, N. S Koshliakov,
E. N. Pavlovskiy, N. L Palienko, O. L. Struve, F. V. Tasanovskiy, F. G. Yanovskiy, 1. V. Synitsyn,
B. V. Choban-Zade and others) worked in this University.

Alter two and a hall years of its existence, Tavricheskiy University was renamed into Frunze
Crinnean University in January 1921, This reorganisation was not the only one in the history of the
University, In 1925 it was named Frunze Crimean State Pedagogical Institute, and only in 1972 it
restored its university status in the title of Frunze Simferopol State University,

The University entered in its new important phase of life in August 1999, when the Ukeainian
President L. D. Kuchma decreed to grant the title of a National University 1o it and re-establish its orig-
inal name. Today Vemadskiy Tavricheskiy National University curies on the best traditions of
Tavricheskiy, Crimean and Simferopol Universities.

Nowackiys, Tavricheskiy University is a state school of higher education, which enjoys the 4th
accreditation leved. It consists of the following 12 faculties and 2 divisions, which provide training in
33 speclities

The Faculty of Mathematics and Informatics: Specialities—
mathematics, applied mathematics, informatics;

The Faculty of Physics: Specialities—physics, applied 14
physics, radiophysics and electronics;
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The Faculty of Biology: Speciality—biology;

The Faculty of Chemistry: Specialities;;:hemistry, bioche-
mistry;

The Faculty of History: Specialities—history, culture stu-
dies, political science, philosophy;

The Faculty of Geography: Specialities—geography, ecology
and environmental protection;

The Faculty of Philology: Specialities—Ukrainian and
Russian languages and literatures;

The Faculty of Foreign Philology: Specialities—English,
French, German and New Greek languages and literatures;

The Faculty of Law: Speciality—Law;

The Faculty of Economy: Specialities—economic cyberne-
tics, finance, international economics;

The Faculty of Management: Specialities—management of
organisations, foreign economic operations management;

The Faculty of Physical Training and Sports: Specialities—
physical training, physical rehabilitation;

Division of Psychology: Speciality—psychology;

Division of Oriental Languages and Literatures:
Specialities—Turkish, Arabic and Crimean-Tatar languages
and literatures.

‘The University also has a special Faculty of Advanced Studies, which provides second higher

eclucation in 25 specialities, and a Faculty for Foreign Students.

The University also comprises Kerch and Sevastopol Institutes of Economics and Humanities.

Training and Consultation Centres (TCC) in Yalta, Evpatoria, Fec wlosiya, Ammiansk, Nikolev, and a
university branch in Melitopol.



———————

All University sections and divisions offer resident ([ull day), correspon-
dence or external (non-resident) types of studies, while TCCs provide only cor-
respondence and distance types of studies. The total number of students is over
12,000 persons.

The University employs 660 lecturers, including 88 Doctors of Sciences and
Professors, 403 Candicates of Sciences, 279 Senior Lecturers and Assistants,
Among them, 22 persons have been awarded the title of Merted Members of
Science and Education of Ukraine and 15 persons enjoy the title of Merited
Members of Science and Education of the Crime,

Postgraduate training is provided in the University to those wishing 1o
obtain the Candidate of Sciences Degree and the Doctor of Sciences Degree.
More than 200 persons study to obtain their Candidate Degree in 30 specialities.
Some 20 Candidate and 10 Doctorgl Degrees are conferred each year.

The University furnishes excellent environment for academic work and
stuclies. Faculty members and Hlll('(.;.'f‘lyfb‘)?ﬂioy daceess to an academic libriry with
a farge stock of literature and four spedialised reading halls equipped with com-
puters. All Faculties have their own training labs. The University has its own
astronomical observatory. zoological museum and a unigue herdbanum,

Modern technologies are used to facilitate the trining process. The
University computer networks links together 400 workstations, including 280
workstations with Intermnet access. Multimedia kits, digital devices, CDs, educa-
tional and test courses are widely used. Application of advanced echnologies,
such as fiber-optic communications and computer telephony, etc, is gaining
greater potential

Faculty members prepare student textbooks, manuals and various
methodological materials. Information and publishing unit of the University pro-
duces 050 publications annually. Furthermore, the University. regulasly pub-
lishes its own penodicals, ncuding the following: The TN Academic
Records, The Cultire of the Black Sea Nations, Pontidea, The
Crimean Archive, The Issttes of the Russian Literahtre, and
[Dhymcimic Systenis.

Practical studies and field training are amanged for University students al
resvarch institutes, leading industrial enterprises, various organisations, institu-

tions and schools. The University has its own
practice facility for students of biology and
geography in the mountain arca of the Crimez
covered with forests.

Research in the University is conducted
dlong the lines determined by the estabilished
scientific schools and trends. A special attention
is focused on such umportant topics as human
health, environmental protection. resources
conservation technol gies, new substances and
materials, advanced information systems nd
academic issues of Ukraine's statchood.

Research activity is carried out by some 60
Doctors and 320 Candidutes of Sciences, includ-
ing 9 Merited Activists of Science and
Technology. 25 Academicians and Correspon
ding Members of specialised academies, Every
year the University scholars produce 15-20
monographs and some 500 other academic

works, more than 70 of which
are published in foreign jour-
nals.

The rescarch facilities of
the University include both
large sections and smaller units
and labs of the University
Departments.  The  Research
Institute  of  Hydrodynamics
studies the dynamic phenome-
na in the mechanics of solid
bodies and liquids. Dometin
Design Bureau is engaged in
research related to the growth
of crystals and films. creation of
devices based on magneto-optic
elements and fiber-optic com-
munication lines. A unique geo-
physical observatory aperates in
the University.

Tavricheskiy  National
University (TNU) hosts numer-
ous international academic con-
ferences. Many of them became
traditional: the Crimean Autumn
Mathenmaties School for Spectral
and Evolutionary Problems; the
Crimean Mathematics School on
Liapunov Method of Functions
and its Applications; the Acade-
mic School on Deformation and
Destruction of Materials with
Defects and Dynamic Develop-
ments in Rock and Working; the
[nternational Seminar on Space
Ecology and Noosphere; Push
kin, Akhmatova, Shmelev and
Nabokov Readings.

Some 2.000 students are engaged in research, They
publish over 100 academic anicles and memoranda annual
ly. Creative and talented young individuals are delivering
lectures at academic conferences of all levels, win awards of
Lkrainian academic contests and Olympic competitions.

Young scientists, posteraduates and other students of
the University take active part in contests for personal schol
arships. Three postgraduate students won scholarships from
the President of Ukraine and two young scholars obtained
scholarships from the Cabinet of Ministers in 2000, 08 st-
dents receive scholarships established in memory of warld:
knewn scholurs whose work was linked with Tavricheskiy
University

The University scholars maintain close relations with
the institutions of the National Academy of Sciences of
Ukraine. including the Institute of Orental Studies, the
Crimean Astrophysical Observatory, the Main Astronomic
Observatory, Skovoroda Institute of Philosophy, etc. A fresh
impact has been given to long-standing contacts with
Shevchenko Kiev National University, Lomongsov Moscow
State University. other universities of Ukraine and Russia
Co-operation has been established with Saloniki and Athens
Universities (Greece), Lublin University (Poland), George
Mason University and Willamette University (the United
States), the State University of Distant Education (Staatliche
Fernuniversitit) and the Academy of Intercultural Education
(Akademie der Interkulturellen Bildung) (Germany), Sofia
Institute for Foreign Students (Bulgaria), Valencia University
(Spain), Nice and Perpignan Universities (France), Genoa
University (Italy).

The University is engaged in student exchange with
other universities and hosts joint conferences and seminars,
Students from China, Turkey, Lebanon, Egypt, Palestine,



Jordan, Yemen, the United Sttes, Gernuany and other countries
study in Tavricheskiy University.

University scholars conduet various research projeats sup-
ported by international programs and grants provided by various
foundations. As paut of such programs, in particular those estab-
lished by the United Navons, new institutions have been
opened, including the Crimean Instinute of Peace, the Crimean
Business Institute, and the Centre of Political Stadies and
Research.

University students combine their intensive studies with
leisure opportunities. $ix modemn dormitories, a rehabilitation
centre, sport centres, gymnasiums and sport. grounds, various
amateur clubs and hobby groups are at their full service. The
University has its own comfortable resont hotel named Blie
Weare and a sport and health rehabilitation facility Prome-
thess on the Southem Coast of the Crimea,

The University life is covered in Taericheskiy
University. a newspaper published in large editions, and also
in The Student Style, a student self-government newspaper

The University has created its own policy for its develop-
ment in 2000 through 2005. Dynamic changes in education and
research bring their results already 1oday. The University is look-
ing in its future full of optimism, hope and confidence.

This faculty is believed 1o be officially established in 1934,
However, geographic courses were lectured from the very first days of
the University. The foundations of the faculty were laid by such distin-
guished scholars as Academicians V. 1. Vernadskiy, V. A. Obmichev,
N. I Andrasov, D. 1. Schethakoy.

A prominent expert in geology and geomorphology, Dactor of
Geology and Mineralogy P. A. Dvoichenko was the fisst Dean of the
Faculty. In the hard years of the WWIL, the Faculty was directed by a
famous geographer and Karstologist A U. Mamin, whose name was
given to one of the major karst caves in the Crimea. Docerit
1. G. Gubanov was the Faculty Dean in 1967 through 1995. Today the
Faculty is headed by Docent B. A. Vakhrushey, Candicate of Geology
nd Minesalogy.

he Faculty has four Departments: the Departient of Economic and Social

Geography, the Department of Geoecology, the Department of Physical
Geography and Oceanology, and the Department of General Land Studlies. 53
faculty members include the following eight Professors: N. V. Bagrov, Rector of
the University. Merited Member of Ukrtinian National Education, Academician of
the International Academy of Informatisation. Member of the National
Committee of Geographers of Ukraine and the Presidium of the Ukpinian
Geographic Society, First Chairman of the Supreme Coundil (Parliament) of the:
Autonomous Republic of Crimea: V. A. Bokov, Merited Member of Scence and
Technology of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea (ARC), Winner of the ARC
State Prize; A. N. Oliferov, Academic Adviser at the Ukrainian Academy of
Technologic Cybemetics: G. L Shvebs. Winner of the State Prize of Ukrame.
Academician of the Ukminizn Academy of Enginecring and the European
Academy of Sciences; V. G. Yena, Merited Member of Ukramiuan Nutional
Education, Winner of the ARC State Prize; Professors N, L Lysenko, T. Ye.

ft was established in May 2000 as the result of reorganisation of the
Faculty of Natural Sciences. The origins of the Faculty, however, reach
back to the establishment of Tavricheskiy University, when a section of
natural sciences was created as part of the Faculty of Physics and
Mathematics with a prominent botanist Professor N. I, Kuznetsov as the
first Dean of this Faculty. Its development is closely connected with the
names of the following world-famous biologists: Academicians
V. . Palladin, A. P. Sushkin, Professors E. V. Wolf, V. V. Lunkevich,
Ye. A. Meyer, S. [ Metalnikov, G. F. Morozov, L 1. Puzanov and others,
A great contribution to the development of the Faculty was made by
scholars and pedagogues V. M. Borovskiy, N. A. Troitskiy, S. L. Dela-
mure, M. S. Shalyt, A. N. Kiselev. '

The Faculty is now directed by Docent 8. F. Kotov, Candidate of
Biology.

he faculty consists of 49 persons, inchuding 11 Doctors and 29 Candidates.

Six Departments provide education to more than 450 resident and corre-
spondence stucents. The Departments have their special laboratories. There isa
Candidate Dissertations Review Board specialising in Human and Animal
Physiology and Biochemistry. The Faculty has a zoological museum, one of the
best in Ukraine, a scientific herbarum, collected by prominent botanists, field
practice stations in Krasnolesie and Kuibyshevo. Two of all personal scholarships
for the best students of Tavricheskiy National University—established in the
memory of Academician Palladin and Professor Morozov—are granted 1o biolo-
gy students for successful studies and rescarch,

The Faculty is divided into the lollowing Departments: Botany; Zoology,
Biochemistry; Hurman and Animal Physiology and Biophysics: Ecology and
Nature Conservation; Plants Physiology and Biotechnology;

The following scientific societics have their sections operating at the
Faculty: Simferopol Section of the Ukrainian Botanical Society; Branch of the
Ukrainian Socicty of Parasitologists; Crimean Section of the Ukrainian
Physiological Society; Crimean Section of the Ukrainian Biophysical Society.

The Faculty graduates work in scientific and medical institutions of the
Crimea and South Ukraine, they lecture in universities and colleges, teach in high
schools and secondary schools. Many alumni of the Faculty work in Russia, other
CIS countries and distant foreign countries, including the United States, Canada,
Gerrmuny, Israel and Saudi Arabia, countries of Africa, South-East Asia and Latin
America.

Theoretical studies are complemented
with field practice in botany and zoology which
follows the first and second years of study
regardless of the Turther specialisation of stu-
dents, After their third year. students have their
specialised practice which corresponds 1o the
profile of their respective Department. [n the
fifth year, students have their pedagogical prac-
tice in secondary schools.

The Faculty offers the following speciali-
sations: zoology, botany, human and animud
physiology, valeology, ecology, plants physiolo-
gy and biotechnology. and hiochemistry.

It was established in 1920, As the result of reorganisation of the
University in 1924 into a pedagogical institute, activity of the Faculty was
suspended and resumed later in 1994 as the Faculty of Economics and
Management. An independent Faculty of Economics was organised in
1999.

Today the Faculty is directed by Professor N. V. Apatova. The
Faculty has five Departments: the Department of Economic Theory, the
Department of Information Systems in Economics, the Department of
International Economics. the Depantment of Finances and Credit. and
the Department of Accounting and Audlit.

There are seven Doctors and 33 Candidates of Sciences at the
Faculry. Some of them are 1op managers of banks and large inclustrial
enterprises, experts and consultants of local government authoritics.

he number of resident and correspondence stuclents totals to approximate-

ly 1.500 persons. Futhermore, some 120 persens graduate from the Faculty
with their second higher education in economics every year.

The Faculty provides education in two spectalities: Economical Cybernetics
and Finances.

Gradhiates with the speciality ‘Finances” work as economists at enterprises,
companics, banks and other organisations.

Graduates with the spediality ‘Economical Cybernetics” acquire skills in
three areas: economics, computer technology and applied mathematics. They
can work as economists, programmers or system anzlysts, A new specialisation
in environmental economic modelling has been recently introduced.

The Faculty's curricula include the following: general theoretical and math-
ematical disciplines. courses on finances and commerce, banking, stock
exchange, and sceurities miarket. Major attention is dedicated 10 theoretical and
practical issves related o modem information technology.

Successiul graduates have an opporiunity to improve their skills through post-
graduate programs. There ate 23 postgraduate students at the Faculty at present.

Students of this Faculty have an opponunity to study in Europe in the
framework of co-operation between Tavricheskiy University and the Universities
of Nice and Perpignan (France) and Genoa University (Ttaly). 17 students
received their Fist Degree Diplomas of Higher Education in France and nine of
them continue their studies abroad through the Tempus-TACIS Project on the
Environmental Fconomics of the Southern Ukraine.

In 1999 the CLLS recetved a grant from the American Bar Association
and bought necessary office equipment. The League has organised its own rhet-
aric cluly, twourist club, club for intensive foreign language studies, and other
social groups.

The best students of the Faculty go for their practical training abroael, The
Faculty also has studerts from other countries, includling Turkey, Pulestine and
Jordan.

A team of siudents from the Faculty won the comperitions on constitutions-
al law conducted in 1998 1o commemorate L Yuskov. The future lawyers also
won in uther legal competitions, including contests in other countries.

The Faculty graduates work in Ukrame and abroad. Many of them are
now in law enforcement, the Security Service of Ukraine, prosecution, judicial
and justice awthorities, the Crimean Pariament. the Council of Ministers and
other civil service agencies. They work in universities of Kiev. Kharkov and other
cities.

A Shevliakov,
Throughout its existence, the Centre dedicated much effort to the appli-
cation of modern computer technology in education, scientific, method-
ological and administrative activities of the Univessity. Today it is direct-

Now the Centre is @ major section of the University with a 57 per-
sons strong faculty, who are highly qualified and have profound know-
ledge in modern network and information technology.

he Cenire consists of five sectors: telecommunication, information support

and software, computer education, automated management systems, and
multimedia technology.

Main areas of activity: computer anc mudtimedia support
of studies; development, implementation and support of auto-
mated systems and data bases; development and support of a
telecommumnication system and computer network of the
[ niversity; developiment and introcuction of mdtimedia and
Internet technology; provicding dccess to Internet informeation
TESOLTFCCS.

The Centre has 11 classrooms equipped with computers for practical train
ing. Furthermore, it has seven specialised classes at various Faculties of the
University. Technical and computer equipment of these classrooms is linked into
one telecommunication network. Licensed software and various methodological
material used for studies are stored on servers. Tests and educational courses
allow to monitor knowledge of students in various subjects.

Multimedia projectors, slide projectors, projection screens, CDs, television,
video and audio equipment, Internet and other equipment are available in the
Centre dlassrooms. Textbooks, methodological and scientific materials are pre-
pared in a spedialised computer room for lecturers, postgraduate students and
the University staff. The Centre stafl members conduct regular courses for the
University faculty members, explaining them how to apply computer technology
in their work.

Photo, video, audio and text materials can be processed and recorded in
CDs for the use in distance leaming and to improve cfficiency of lectures and
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practical lessons. The Centre has a library of multimedia CDs
with stucly and methodological materials for various specialities.

Computer classrooms are used [or seminars. conferences.
presentations and Olympic competitions of various levels,
inclucing intemational events.

The University develops its computer telecommunication
network linking more than 330 computers located in different
sections, Computers in offices of Deans and the Rector, the
library and the accounting office are linked to the network. High-
speed fiber-optic lines are used o transfer large amounts of
information

The link of the academic library to the common University
network provides an easier access for the faculty and students to
the elecuenic catalugue, electronic copices of publications, arti-
cles, materials of scientific conferences, electronic journals of
foreign publishers, information in various fields of scence and
education. Together with the library, the Centre is involved in
application of information and telecommunication technology
for automation of library operations.

Telecommunication unit of the Centre is equipped with
modern soft and hardware and offers practically all services
related 1o Internet technology. Radiomodem equipment and

satellite antenna were installed o increase the quality and speed
of information transfer

A specialised Internet classroom makes Internet resources
available to the fuculty members and students. Centre servers
store study, methodological, scientific. regulatory. legiskion.,
reference and other materials @nd make them available through
the university computer network. Information on Tavricheskiy
University is also available on the Internel.

Automated infommtion systems and other software are
leing developed. The Centre has developed the following soft
ware: [niversity Entrant, Salary, Dean’s Olffice,

“This is 4 large cultural, educational and information centre of the
Crimea established back in 1918. The Library was created by a number
of prominent schiolars and public activists who were ar the origins of the
University. One of the first private collections granted to the library com-
prised a selection of books writien by the first Rector of the University
Mr. R I Gelvig. This example was followed by Academicians
V. L Vernadskiy, N. M. Krylov, V. A. Obruchev, N, L Andrusov,
Professors A. M. Tikhomandritskiy, A. 1. Markevich, E. V. Vulf, and
others.

he library stock includes antique books and rarities of 15th—I18th cc. A

Bible printed in Germany in 1482 is a special pride of the library. The rari-
ties include The Gospel (1575) printed by Petro Mstislavets, Ostrog Bible
(1580—1581) by Ivan Fedorov, The Cordial funch (1681) and The
Rbymed Psclter(1680) by Simenon Polotskiy. The famous French 35 volume
Encyclopaedia or Explanatory Dictionary of Sciences, Art and
Craft (17511780, Bonplan's Trip) to the Equinoctial Realms of the
New Waorld Undertalen in 1799— 1804, and other books arc of great
mterest.

The library has a wide collection of Ukrainian books, published in Kiev
Pechersk Lavra, including The Discourses of John Chrysastom orn 14
Epistles of Apostle Paul(1623), The Discowrse on the Book Entitled
“The Key to Understanding' (1660) by loannikiy Gahatovskiy, 7he
Spiritued Sword (1660) by Lazar Baranovych.

The relics also include the classical works of A. S. Pushkin, N, V. Gogol and
L N. Tolstoy published at their lifetime. Place of honour is given to hooks that
belonged to Decembrists and bear owner’s signatures on them.

The library stock dedicated to the Crimean studies is unique. Ttincludes the
first works about the Crimea: K. I Gablisa, Phizicheskoe opisanie
Tavricheskoi oblasti po ee mestopolozbeniyu in po vsem Irem
tscirstvam |Physical Description of Tavricheskaya Oblast With Regard 1o lts
Position and All Three Realms), 1785: P. 8.

Today the library stock includes more than one million books, periodicals
and electronic documents. Tt contains books in Russian, Ukrainian, Crimean-



Tatar and many foreign languages. The library subscribes annually to 345 peri
odlical publications. A network of reading rooms is available to the users, includ
ing rooms for humaniics. core university disciplines, natural science and mathe-
matics, and an electronic room. The library offers three study loan rooms, three
scentific loan rooms, a reference and information section, and a section of
raritics.

The library stock is covered by a system of catalogues and card indices of
alphabetic, systematic and elearonic types. The library accumulates electronic
data on domestic and foreign publishers and information centres. Today it pro-
vides services to some 10,000 readers. An annual number of borrowed books in
various fields and topics amounts to one million entries,

The library has its own local computer network linked to the university net
work and Internet. Works of university scholars have been made available on the
library site.
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
