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aurida National V.1.Vernadsky University is the leading institution of
. higher education in Crimea. The idea to establish this University
originated back to the beginning of the last century.

Many academic centres contributed to the creation of the University. A spe-
cial role is, however, attributed to St. Vladimir Kiev University which opened
its branch in Yalta in May 1918 and dispatched a large group of professors,
including M.V. Dovnar-Zapolsky, R.I.Helvig, S M. Bogdanov, L.O.Kordysh,
V.G. Korenchevsky, E.K.Meyer,
S.0. Koliandyk, G.A. Scmcka-
Maksymovych and others.

By the fall of 1918, Taurida
University was fully supplied
with the specialists of highest
qualification. N.I. Andrusov,
V.I. Palladin, V.A. Obruchey,
P.P. Sushkin and other world-
famous academicians of that
time moved to Crimea. All
units of Yalta branch wecre
transferred to  Simferopol in
late Scptember 1918, and the
opening ceremony of Taurida University, as an independent institution, was
held on October 14.

In the years of Civil War, the University was the leading academic centre
of the region. In October 1920, the University was hcaded by the academician
V.I. Vernadsky who said in his time that then the University “was one of the
strongest academic schools in the country”. And so it was. Seven academi-
cians (N.I. Andrusov, M.M. Bogoslovsky, V.I. Vemadsky, K.G. Voblyi,
D.A. Grahve, A.E. Kessler, V.A. Obruchev), four Corrcsponding members of
the Academy of Science (D.V. Ainalov, N.K. Gudzy, [.A. Linichcnko,
V.E. Petukhov), more than one hundred professors: some of them future aca-
demicians and Corresponding members (G.N. Vysotsky, V.M. Gordon,
N.S. Koshliakov, E.N. Pavliovsky, N.I. Palienko, O.L. Struve, F.V. Taranovsky,
F.G. Yanovsky, D.V. Synitsyn, B.V. Choban-Zade, and others) worked in this
University.

After two and a half years of its existence, Taurida University was renamed
into Frunze Crimean University in January 1921. This rcorganization was not
the only one in the history of the University. In 1925 it was renamed Frunze
Crimean State Pedagogical Institute, and only in 1972 it restored its University
status in the title of Frunze Simferopol State University.

The University entered its new important phase of lifc in August 1999, the
Ukrainian President L.D. Kuchma decreed to grant the title of National
University to it and re-establish its original name. Today Taurida National
V.1.Vernadsky University carrics on the best traditions of Taurida, Crimecan
and Simfcropol Universitics.

Nowadays, Taurida University is a state school of higher education, which
cnjoys the 4-th accreditation level. It consists of the following 18 facultics,
which provide training of students in 45 specialities:
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¥ The Facuity of Mathematics and Informatics; Specialities — mathematics, applied mathe-
maties, infoermation science;

¥ The Faculty of Physics; Specialities — physics, applied physics, radiophysics and electronics,
computere systems and networks:

¥ The Faculty of Biology: Specialities — biology, biophysics, landscape economy;

I8 The Faculty of Chemistry: Specialities — chemistry, biochemisiry;

The University also the
Faculty of Advanced Studies, which
provides second higher education in
12 specialities, and the Faculty for
Foreign Students.

All University sections and divi-
sions offer resident (full day) and
correspondence types of studies,
while TCCs provide only correspon-
dence and distance types of studies.
The total number of students is over
17.000 peoplec.

The Umversity employs about
1314 lecturers, including 133 Doctors
of Science and professors, 569 Ca-
ndidates of Scicnces, associate profes-
sors, Senior lecturers and Lecturers.
Among them | Hero of Ukraine, 4
State prize Laureates, 24 people have
been awarded the title of Honoured
Workers of Science and Education of
Ukraine and 53 people enjoy the title
of Honoured Workers of Science and
Education of Crimea.

The training of specialists of the
highest qualification is provided
through the postgraduate training.
More than 250 postgraduate students

study now in more than 50 specialitics. Some 40—45 Candidate
and 8—10 Doctoral Degrees are defended each year.

The University fumishes excellent environment for aca-
demic work and studies. Faculty members and students enjoy
access to the academic library with a large stock of literature,
specialized reading halls, equipped with computers. All
FFacultics have their own training laboratories. The University
has its own astronomical observatory, zoological museum and
botanical garden.

Modern technologics are used to facilitate the training
process. The University computer network links together
about 1000 workstations, most of them have Internct access.
Multimedia kits, digital services, CDs, educational and test
courses are widely used. Application of advanced technologies,
such as fiber-optic communications and computer tclephony,
ctc., is gaining greater potential.

Faculty members prepare student textbooks, manuals and
various methodological materials. Information and publishing
unit of the University produces 40-50 publications annually.
Furthermore, the University regularly publishes its own perio-
dicals, including the following: TNU Academic Records, The
Culture of the Black Sea Nations, Pontida, The Crimean Archive,
The Issues of the Russian Literature, Dynamic Systems, Taurida
Herald of Mathematics and Informafion science, efc.

Practical studics and ficld training arc arranged for
Universily students at rescarch institutes, leading industrial
cnterpriscs, various organizations, institutions and schools.
The University has its own practice facility for students of
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biology and geography in the mountain arca of Crimea, cov-
ered with forests.

Rescarch in the University is conducted in the areas, deter-
mined by the cstablished scicntific schools and trends. A spe-
cial attention is focused on such important topics as human
health, environmental protection, resource-saving technolo-
gies, new substances and materials, advanced information sys-
tems, depth psychology, cte.

Annually more than 60 international confcerences are held
at the University, They promote further development and
world fame of University scientific schools. Many of the con-
ferences became traditional: the Crimean Autumn Ma-
thematics School CRAMS, Functional materials [ICFM,

Space Ecology and Biosphere, the
Academic School on Deformation
and Destruction of Materials with
Defeets and Dynamic Developments
in Rock and Working, etc,

Every year the University scholars
publish more than 2500 academic
works, including some 55 mono-
graphs, 1916 scientific articles, more
than 110 of which are published in
foreign journals.

The scicntific rescarch facilitics of
the University include both large scc-
tions and smaller units and laboratories
at the University Chairs. Among them
are: scientific-research centre “Tech-
nologies of sustainable development™;
biotechnological centre; training-sci-
entific laboratory of software for
computer systems; regional monitor-
ing information-analytical centre of
Autonomous Republic of Crimea
environment; Ukrainian Institute of
Speleology and Karstology of NASU
and MESU under TNU; UNESCO
Chair “Renewable energy and sus-
tainable development™; Interdepa-
rimental scientific-rescarch centre of
cognitive and applied linguistics of
MESU and NASU; Crimean Scien-
tific-methodological center for edu-
cation management of APS (Aca-
demy of Pedagogical Scicnces) of
Ukraine and TNU; Scientific depart-
ments and Laboratories complex;
Juridical Laboratory; Center of simu-
Itaneous translation; Botanical Gar-
den; Zoological Museum; Scientific
Library; Department of Functional
Materials and Fiber Optics.

In 2007 the Centre of correction
of the functional state of a human
being was established; Center for
Linguistic Expertise.

More than 6.5 thousand students
are cngaged in research. They publish
over 500 academic articles annually,
take part in more than 100 academic
conferences, including 50 interna-
tional oncs.

Young scientists, postgraduates and
other students of the University take

active parl in contests for personal
scholarships. In 2007 4 postgraduale
students and 2 students won scholar-
ships from the President of Ukraine, 2
young scientists and one student —
obtained scholarships from the Cabi-
net of Ministers, 68 students and post-
graduvate students reccive scholarships
cstablished in the memory of world
known scholars, whose work was
linked with Taurida University.

The University scholars maintain
close relations with 26 institutcs of
the National Academy of Sciences
and Branch Academics of Science of
Ukraine: Institute of Geological
Scicnces, Institute of World Eco-
nomics and International Rclations,
Crimean Astrophysical Observatory,
Karadag Natural Preserve, Institute
of Linguistics Institute of Philo-
sophy, etc.

At present the University has the
agreements on international cooper-
ation with 40 universities of Ger-
many, Greece, France, Switzerland,
Great Britain, USA, Russia, Byelo-
rus. Among them arc: Saloniki and
Athens Universitics (Greece), Lublin
and Opolsky Universities (Poland),
Willammetic University (USA), Nice
and Perpignan Universities (France),
Genoa and Rome Universities
(Italy), the University of Duisburg-
Essen and Ruprecht-Karls Univer-
sity, Manheim University of Applied
Sciences (Germany). A fresh impact
has been given to long-standing con-
tacts with T.G. Shevchenko Kicv
National University, M.V, Lomono-
sov Moscow Slate University and
Belgorod and Byelorus State Uni-
versities. Annually more than 100
rescarchers and students of the
University go on scientific and edu-
cational trips/ visits abroad. The
University hosts approximatcly the

same number of
scientific and edu-
cational institutions
representatives.

The University is
engaged in student
exchange with other
universities and hosts
joint conferences and
seminars/ workshops.
Students from China,
Turkey, Russia, Alge-
ria, Palestine, Jordan,
Serbia and other co-
untries study at Tau-
rida University.

On the progra-
mmes Tempus and
Tacis largescale projects are fulfilled: “Economics of enviro-
nment”, “Development of education in ecologically safe energy
sphere”, “Support of management training in Crimea”,
“Development of media skills”, etc. On the compelitive basis
international programme INTAS grants on the preservation of the
environment, creation of HIV modeling medications. and also in
the sphere of mathematics analysis were won by the University.

The Southern Network Centrc on studying of European
cultures (members of which are the Universities of Germany,
ftaly, Austria and Russia) is operating on the basis of the
University. Not once the University scientists made research-
es by request of Crimean Integration and Development
Programme (CIDP UN), connccted with analysis and moni-
toring of socio-economic processes in Crimea.

University students combine their intensive studies with
excellent leisure opportunitics. Six modern dormitorics, sport
centres, gymnasiums and sport grounds, various amateur clubs
and hobby groups are at their full service. The symphonic
music concerts in Botanical Garden of the University have
become traditional and are taken fancy by everybody. The
University has its own health rchabilitation facility Prometheus,
situated in Alushta, on the Southern Coast of Crimea.

Modermn public catering system is operating in the
University: a canteen, various cafes and lunchrooms, An inno-
vation Centre of human health correction and Medical serv-
ice centre are functioning in the dormitory.

The University life is covered in Tauwrida University, a
newspaper, published in large editions, and also The Student
Style, a student self-governed newspaper.

There is a well-established tradition of
Chair expedition rescarch with the students’ participation.
Morcover, the laboratory of karst and speleology works at
the Faculty. Within the framework of the laboratory there
is also the Southern Ukrainian Centre for Cadastre and
Registration of Caves. In 2001 at the Faculty Scientific and
Research Center “Sustainable Developiment Technologies™
was sct up and in 1997 — the Association for biological and
landscape biodiversity support (the Head — Profcssor
V. A. Bokov). Students take active part in their work.

The Faculty scientists implement their research into the
national economy, publish 100-150 scientific and popular
scientific works annually, are the authors of numerous fun-
damental cditions. Under N. V. Bagrov’s editorship the
Faculty scicntists published the geographical Atlas of the
Autonomous Republic of Crimea as a regional part of the
National Atlas of Ukraine, which received a small golden
medal at the Carlographic exhibition in France. In 2000
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N.V. Bagrov, V.A. Bokov and 1.G. Chervanev’s textbook
“Geosciences” was awarded Ukrainian State prize.

On the base of the Faculty the Crimean Department of
the Geographical Society of Ukraine founded in 1945 is
functioning.

The Faculty has four scicntific schools: the school of
recreational geography (founded by Professor 1. T. Tver-
dokhlebov), the school of karst (founded by Professor
V. N. Dublyansky), the school of geoecology (founded by
Profcssor V. A. Bokov) and of political gcography and
rcgional geopolitics (founded by the Corresponding
Member N.V. Bagrov).

During the 74 years of the Faculty cxistence over 6,000
specialists graduated from it. Among its graduate students
are academician D. I. Shcherbakov, the Corresponding
Member of the National Academy of Ukraine N. V. Bag-
rov, profcssors S. V. Albov, G.V. Balabanov, B. A. Vakhru-
shev, R.1.

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THE FACULTY OF BIOLOGY

he Faculty consists of 54 lecturers, including 10 Doctors and

l 39 Candidates of Science. Six departments provide education to

more than 590 resident and correspondence students. The

Departments have their special laboratories. There is the Specialized

Academic Council on the presentation of Candidate of Science thesis on
Human and Animal Physiology and Biophysics.

There is a zoological museum, one of the best in Ukraine, a scientif-
ic herbarium, collected by prominent botanists, biotechnological centre,
center of correction of the functional state of a man, field practice sta-
tions in Krasnolesie. The scholarship named after professor G. F. Mo-
rozov is among the personal scholarships established for the best students
of Taurida National University. Students of the Faculty of Biology are
awarded this scholarship for successful studies and scientific research. The
Faculty includes the following chairs: Botany, Zoology, Biochemistry,
Human and Animal Physiology and Biophysics, Ecology and Efficient
Use of Natural Recourses, Plants Physiology and Biotechnology.

In 2001 a Biotechnological centre was created at the Faculty, con-

ducting research on cloning of the rare and medicinal plants of the

Crimean flora and receipt of cell culture of the producer of the impor-
tant biologically active substances for pharmacology.

The centre of the correction of the functional state of a man at
Taurida National V.I. Vernadsky University was created in the year of
2007 for integration of science and education and health promotion, it is
also the base for training of highly qualified specialists in Human and
Animal Physiology, Biophysics. Medical Biophysics and conducting
research in the priorty direction “Human Health”. The centre is
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equipped with the modern diagnos-
tic equipment, that allows not only
to estimate the functional state of
the organism, but provide its mon-
itoring. The correction of function-
al state of a man is conducted with
the usage of electrical, magnetic,
thermal, light, hydro and phyto-
therapeutic methods.

There are branches of the
Scientific Societies at the Faculty:
Simferopol Department of the
Ukrainian Botanic Society of
Parasitologists, the Crimean De-
partment of Ukrainian Physio-
logical Society, The Crimea De-
partment of Ukrainian Biophysical
Society.

The Faculty graduates work in
scientific and medical 1nstitutions
of the Crimea and South Ukraine,
they lecture in universities and col-

leges, teach in high schools and secondary schools. Many
alumni of the Faculty work in Russia and other CIS coun-
tries and in other countries — the USA, Canada, Germany,
[srael, Saudi Arabia, countries of Africa, South-East Asia
and Latin America.

Bachelors, Specialists and Masters are taught in the fol-
lowing specializations; “Biology”, “Biochemistry”, “Biop-
hysics”, “Forest management and urban forestry”.
Theoretic course of studying is supplemented by field edu-
cational practice on Botanic and Zoology, that are held
after the first and second year of studying regardless of the
future specialization of the students.

In 2007—2008 acadcmic yecar five
students got the right to study in a
number of universities of Europe
following the results of the compe-
tition Erasmus Mundus. More than
10 percents of the common num-
ber of students of the full-time
course have publications.

J {L "he faculty staff consists of 36 lecturers, including one Doctor of
J' Philological Science and seven Candidates of Science, associate
professors.

More than 380 full time and part time students, as well as six post
graduate students study at the three Chairs of the Faculty.

The Faculty provides Bachelor’s, Specialist’s and Master’s degrees in
Crimean Tatar Language and Literature, Arabic Language and Literature,
Turkish Language and Literature, Persian Language and Literature. The
Chairs specialize in Linguistics and Literature Studies.

The students and lecturers of the Faculty have their linguistic practi-
cal classes and training in Turkey, Egypt and Iran. On completing their
four year studies, they go to Ankara, Istanbul, Cairo and Teheran to
attend the lectures in 12 subjects, delivered by the professors of the lead-
ing universities. After finishing the course the trainees receive certificates.

The Faculty graduates are educated to work in research institutes, infor-
mation-analytical divisions of institutions and organizations, as well as teach-
ing the Crimean Tatar, Turkish, Arabic and Persian languages and literaturc.

The scientific-research centre is functioning at present at the Faculty,
where the Crimean Tatar Language and Literature are studicd, text books
in the native language and literature to be used in schools and institutes
of Crimea are worked out.

At students’ and lectures’ service there is a library with 18 000 books
of educational and reference literature and fiction in Ukrainian, Russian,
English and German, as well as the constantly enriched clectronic library.
There are also computer classrooms, a special computer language labora-
tory for maintaining foreign-language workshops. The studies for educa-
tional and practical classes are specially equipped for Geology, Ecology,
Ukrainian, English and German and literature, Psychology, Functional
diagnostics. and also a room for massages and a gym.
